E. COMPETITION 

 

Open to choirs from all over Indonesia and internationally, 

following the guidelines set by the Bandung Choral Society. 

Participants who achieve the highest score and win the 

gold medal will be crowned as the "Winner of the 

Category." 

 

F. NON-COMPETITION 

 

This activity is intended for choirs that want to participate in 

The 2nd Surabaya World Choral Festival 2025 but do not wish 

to compete. Participants can choose from several activities 

to join, such as a friendship concert, choir exchange or 

performing in one of the competition categories. 

Participants will receive feedback from the jury, a 

certificate of participation, and the opportunity to attend 

Meet the Jury.

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Competition Rules 

 
General 

 

1. The 2nd Surabaya World Choral Festival 2025 is open to all 

choir from Indonesia and around the world 

 

2. Please carefully read the conditions for each category, 

including the number of singers, age limits, performance 

duration, number of songs, voice type, song genre, and 

other details. 

 

3. Choirs can participate in more than one category. 

 

4. The number of performing singers must match the paid 

participation package. The committee reserves the right 

to disqualify choirs with a discrepancy in number of singers, 

without any refund. 

 

5. All participants are required to complete the registration 

process for each category, which includes a registration 

fee to take part in The 2nd Surabaya World Choral Festival 

2025. 

 

6. The age limit tolerance is 10% of total number of singers, 

with a range of one to two years more or less than the 

specified age. 

 

7. PARTICIPANTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO USE AMPLIFICATION 

AND OTHER ELECTRONIC MUSICAL INSTRUMENTS. 
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Songs Program 

& Performance 

1. Participants are required to perform 2 songs according to 

the regulations in each category. 

 

2. The song program must be informed to the committee no 

later than September 2nd, 2025. 

 

3. The song program MUST be approved by the Artistic Team 

of The 2nd Surabaya World Choral Festival 2025. 

Unapproved song programs MUST be replaced 

immediately. 

 

4. If a participant performs in more than 1 (one) category, 

the songs presented must be different. 

 

5. The committee reserves the right to change the category 

if the song program is more suitable for another category. 

 

6. The song program must be an original composition for the 

choir, not a reduction from an orchestra. 

 

7. Performances with movements are allowed but are not 

mandatory. 

 

8. Participants who become Grand Prix finalists must perform 

2 (two) songs: 1 (one) new song, and 1 (one) free-choice 

song. 

 

 

Music Score & 

Instrument 

1. Scores must be received by the committee no later than 

October 2nd, 2025. (The committee does not guarantee 

that the participants' performance evaluation can be 

conducted effectively if scores are received after the 

above date). 

 

2. Participants must submit 5 (five) original scores or 5 (five) 

scores with licenses from the composer/arranger or proof 

of purchase from the publisher (according to the number 

of members who will perform) to the Bandung Choral 

Society Office: 

Jl. H. Achsan No. 37, Moh. Toha, Bandung, Jawa Barat – 

Indonesia – 40253 

 

3. Participants DO NOT need to send scores for the Grand Prix. 

Participants are only required to include licenses for the use 

songs for the Grand Prix round. 

 

4. Participants are fully responsible for the COPYRIGHT of the 

songs performed. 

 

5. Participants may change the key of the chosen song, 

noting the key changes signed by the conductor in the 

song score. 
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6. Scores will be returned to participants before the jury 

consultation. No score shipments will be made by the 

committee after the closing day. 

 

7. Participants may use a maximum of 3 additional 

instruments without “definite pitch.” The instrument to be 

used must be informed to the committee. 

 

8. The committee will provide one piano on the stage. 

 

 

Performance 

Properties 

1. The use of performance props/equipment must be 

communicated in writing to the committee no later than 

October 2nd, 2025. 

 

2. Performances involving fire, smoke, breakable objects, 

liquids, sharp weapons, or any other hazardous scenes are 

strictly prohibited inside the venue. 

 

3. Properties that are not communicated to the committee 

and are not permitted may not be used during the 

performance. 

 

 

Stage Rehearsal 

& Competition 

1. The stage rehearsal duration is 10 minutes per category. 

 

2. Stage rehearsal will take place on November 11th, 2025. 

 

3. Performance schedule will be informed after October 2nd, 

2025. Scheduling priority will be given to participants who 

have submitted their arrival time in Surabaya. ONCE THE 

SCHEDULE IS SET, IT CANNOT BE CHANGED. The committee 

is not responsible if participants do not receive a stage 

rehearsal schedule due to delay arrival confirmation. 
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Duration & 

Criteria 

1. The duration of performance is 10 minutes, calculate from 

the first note played until the last note finishes, including 

pauses between songs. If the total duration exceeds the 

specified time, the total score will be reduced by 1 point 

per minutes. 

 

2. Evaluation will be based on: 

 

A. INTONATION 

B. SOUND QUALITY 

C. FIDELITY TO THE SCORE (AUTHENTICITY OF FOLKSONG, 

INTERPRETATION FOR VOCAL GROUP) 

D. OVERALL ARTISTIC 

 

3. All Choirs will receive awards in the form of Medals & 

Certificates based on the final evaluation results, 

categorized according to the following Final Score groups.: 

 

 Successful Participation  : 01.00 - 39.99 

 Bronze Medal   : 40.00 - 59.99 

 Silver Medal   : 60.00 - 79.99 

 Gold Medal   : 80.00 – 100 

 

4. The participant who gets the Gold Medal with the Highest 

Score in each category will become the “Winner of 

Category” and get a trophy.
